MATH REQUIREMENT

All CLU students are required, for CORE 21, to meet the Mathematical Reasoning Proficiency by

(1) One course beyond Intermediate Algebra (MATH 110) – successful completion,

(2) AP math score of 3 or higher makes them exempt unless required by their major

(3) SAT math score of 600 (ACT-Math of 26) or above.

Guide to placement of new Freshman students in mathematics classes:

♦ SAT-Math is 510 or above (ACT-Math is 22 or above) they may register in:

MATH 151, Pre-calculus, is for Science majors.

MATH 115, Finite Math, is for Business, social science or non-science majors.

MATH 128, Topics in Liberal Arts Math, is for Liberal Studies or non-science 

majors.

♦ SAT-Math is 600 or above (ACT-Math is 26 or above) they are exempt from the CLU


mathematics CORE 21 requirement; however they may still need specific 

courses for their major. The student may register in any of the three classes 

above or from the list below:

MATH 241, Discrete Math, is for Computer Science Majors.

MATH 251, Calculus, is for Science/Math Majors.

MATH 271, Business Calculus, is for Business Majors with a Finance Emphasis
